· People who gracefully gave sport their all.

· People who played a role in shaping sport before 1992

· Representivity along the lines of gender, demography and geography.

· A lifetime of service to the code in general.

· Nominees must be have reached the age of 60 at least.
· Preferably, the nominee should be in retirement except in outstanding cases where the qualifications of the candidate speak for themselves.

· Advocated for active recreation, its benefits, and its contribution to improvement of wellness.

· Utilised active recreation for bringing people together who would not necessarily participate in active recreation activities. 

Recreation can be of passive or active recreation nature, however these awards considers the active recreation bodies. 

Passive recreation activities encompass diverse experiences with the following characteristics: 

· Undertaken in leisure time,

· Not rule bound,

· Overlaps with other areas of Arts and Culture, Education 

· Undertaken purely for the fun and enjoyment, e.g. knotting, sewing, bird watching, listening to music and watching movies, playing computer games. 

Active Recreation is a physical activity with the following characteristics:

· Rules are somewhat flexible

· Compete against nature 

· Activity undertaken for the purpose of fitness and fun

· Activities have physical or mental benefits

· It can be a stepping stone to formalize sport participation

· Examples of activities: walking, jogging, skipping, hopscotch, swimming, working out in the gym, recreational sport activities etc.

28 EDENSC PRESIDENT’S AWARDS

4. The relevant award winners from the EDEN District Sport Awards will be finalists for the designated Western Cape Provincial Sport Awards EXCEPT IN THE DOMESTIC CATEGORIES NOT CATERED FOR BY THE WC PROVINCIAL SPORT AWARDS.
5. The nominations for the award categories are only applicable to individuals who, through affiliation, are members of recognised district sport federations or in the absence of district sport federations, the recognized national federations, except for the Lifetime Achiever Award, Legends and Roll of Honour. 

6. All nominations are to be completed on the prescribed forms with the necessary attachments. (Digital Colour Photograph is mandatory)

9. A written motivation not exceeding 120 words, highlighting the major achievements of each nominee must be submitted.  Failure to submit such a motivation could disqualify the candidate(s). 
10. In order to eliminate possible errors with regard to the names of nominees, you are requested to submit a copy of the nominee’s identity document on which his or her name appears. District federations / Municipal sport councils are responsible for the correct spelling of the various nominees.  Federations will be held responsible if any costs occur due to the incorrect furnishing of details of nominees.
11. Nominations for the awards are unlimited in number. Sports organisations may, therefore, nominate as many athletes as they wish for any of the respective award categories in the period 01 September 2018 to 31 July 2019.

12. A selection committee at district level will consist of representatives from the relevant Sport Councils and DCAS.
13. conform to the definition of a Provincial Federation as a structures of a National Federation in terms of the National Sport and Recreation Act, 1998 (Act No. 110 of 1998 as amended), if applicable;   

14. be a registered member of a Provincial Federation recognised by SASCOC and the Professional Leagues of recognised national federation), if applicable;

15. have excelled in the considered Awards qualifying period; and

16. be recognised and registered as a school by the Department of Basic Education), if applicable. 

17. Be a recognised and approved Recreation structure.
